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‘This special knot has been extensively tested by the Berkley R&D staff
and has proven to be one of the best for use with the new braided lines.
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This s the strongest method | know of tying a single strand of gelspun line
toamonofilamentleader. | tested it six times with a sample of Berkley
Fireline, which was labelled 14 pounds. When tied to a 12.5 kg Maxima
manofilament leader, the highest test obtained was 9.4 kg (20.7 pounds)
Only one knot tested below 8 kg (17.6 pounds).

1. Wind the gelspun line (black)
around one end of the monofila-
ment leader. | suggest doing this
twenty times.

2. Tie a knot in the twisted lines
and pull the entire monofilament
leader through.

3. Do the same again so another
wrapis added

4. Do this two more times so four
wraps are made.

5. Then, with firm but gentle pres-
sure onall four legs, close the knot.
Should a loop of slack gelspun line
appear within the knot as it closes,
release the mono leader tag and
apply tension to the gelspun line
until the loop disappears.

6. Close the knot firmly and trim
thetags.
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DOUBLE UNI KNOT

A join worth knowing is the double uni knot, sometimes called a grinner.
The double uni-knot is used for joining lines of either similar or different
diameters.

1. Overlap the lines to be
joined and encircle one
line with the tag of the
other.

2. Wrap the double 3
strand inside the loop

formed.

3. Four wraps are usually

made.

4. Close the knot, but not

too tightly, then do the

same with the other length

of line.
5. Two knots are formed,
one in each line, around
the other.

6. Slide the knots to-
gether, tighten each in e
turn, and trim the tags. = 4 6





[image: image4.jpg]This knotis recommended for tying super lines to metal rings, towing eyes
on lures, and hooks. When tied in Ber'ley Firaline it retained 217% of the
manufacturers breaking strain (86% of the actual breaking strain). When
tied in 30 Ib Spiderwire, this knot broke at 25.3 pounds, 85% of the manu-
facturers breaking strain (74.5% of the probable actual breaking strain)

1. Double the super line and pass it
through the eye of the hook twice so a
loopis formed.

2. Repeat this step twice so three
loops of doubled line have been
formed on the eye of the hook

3. Close the three loops around the
eye of the hook, then wrap the protrud-
ing loop of doubled line back around
the main line and tag. Then pass it
back through the loop so an overhand
knotis formed.

4. Now, loop the doubled line right
overthe hook,

5. Close the knot with gentle pressure
on main line and tag, making sure the
loop in the doubled line rides up over
the eye of the hook and does not bind
on the shank below it. Trim the tag
